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Explain the events that occurred in Bethlehem when baby Jesus was born: 
Star, 3 Wise Men/Kings, Shepherds and Mary and Joseph staying in a stable. 
The wise men brought gold, frankincense and myrrh

How is Christmas celebrated? Why?  
Explain origins of Santa Claus, traditions: mistletoes, holly, snow, Christmas 
dinner, orange in stockings, crackers, puddings and traditional Christmas songs 
and their meanings. 

Islam: calligraphy, prayer mat, prayer beads, Quran and 
stand, headscarf. 
 
-Prophet Mohammed (peace be upon him) was born 
approximately in 570 in city of Mecca.  
-The Qur’an is believed to be the literal word of God, 
which was revealed to Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) by 
the Angel Gabriel when he was 40 years old.

-Know the Five Pillars of Islam - belief in one God Allah and 
his Prophet Muhammad (pbuh), daily prayer, fasting, alms 
giving and pilgrimage  
-Key features of how do Muslim people live- prayers 3 
times a day, halal meat only, fasting during Ramadan, use 
of Islamic prayer mat.
